1. General Manager 

 
a) District Update 

 

 Mandatory Conservation in Redway – Redway CSD issued a stage two 
mandatory water conservation declaration on Friday, July 28.  Although 
the District and other nearby communities have a significant surplus of 
water, neighboring communities within Humboldt County are experiencing 
severe water shortages. 

 Local Hazard Mitigation Plan (LHMP) – In order to remain eligible for 
FEMA grant funding, every five years the County of Humboldt updates its 
LHMP and each participating agency (planning partners) submits a 
commitment letter to participate in the County wide Hazard Mitigation 
Planning process.  The actual update process will begin in 2024 with 
many public informational forums as well as presentations to the HCSD 
Board. 

 
2. Superintendent 

 
1. July 2023 Construction Operations 

 
Superintendent reviewed the numerous service line replacements, repairs to 
water mains, replacements of angle meter stops and pressure reducing 
valves, repairs to meters, installation of new water services and hot asphalt 
paving in various areas.  The Construction staff also attended a Defensive 
Driving Class.   
 
Superintendent then elaborated upon the two sewer overflow events on July 1 
and July 12 affirming all required notification and reporting requirements were 
completed.  For the July 1 event, discussion focused on quick response time 
by staff and outside emergency assistance (City of Eureka and Wahlund 
Construction) as well as the failure of the 50-year-old AC pipe buried 9 feet 
deep within  2-inches of a gravity sewer line just below and an adjacent water 
main both of which complicated the repairs.  The July 12 incident was minimal 
and caused by an on-site City of Eureka contractor who accidentally dropped 
concrete chunks down an inline sewer cleanout. 

 
3. Finance Department

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Without question, FM advised July was a standard expense month with the 
exception of the quarterly payment for workers’ compensation insurance.

California Special District Association (CSDA) North Public Affairs Field Coordinator, 
Chris Norden provided the Board a synopsis of membership benefits with CSDA.  
The Board expressed interest in learning more specifics about credit card services, 
low interest capital improvement loans, training opportunities, and membership fees.

Lightning and Fires and Hurricanes, oh my 

Last week, Humboldt, Del Norte, Trinity, Siskiyou and Mendocino Counties experienced dry 

conditions and thunderstorms.  These storms brought lightning strikes that resulted in well over 20 

separate fires.  Significant fires include the Smith River Complex which is burning over 7,300 acres 

and has caused property damage around Gasquet, CA and has closed Highway 199.   The Klamath 

Forest Lightning Complex is burning over 4,000 acres near Happy Camp and has zero percent 

containment.  The Lone Pine Fire, burning between Willow Creek and Hoopa Valley, is over 500 

acres and is only 5% contained.  CalFire is staging at Redwood Acres and the District is providing 

water and sewer services at Redwood Acres to support the firefighting efforts.  The water, which is 

being used for cooking, cleaning, sanitation and vehicle washdown, is being metered through a 

dedicated meter set specifically for these temporary activities.   

Hurricane Hillary is currently churning off the Pacific coast of Mexico, somewhere between Cabo San 

Lucas and Acapulco.  Hillary is predicted to move north and make landfall over the weekend.  This 

storm system is expected to cause flooding and severe weather in the south west United States 

including southern California.  By Tuesday next week, the system is expected to be over northern 

California and southern Oregon.  The good news is that, as the system moves north, the storm 

energy is expected to dissipate meaning that the severity will be reduced but that much needed 

moisture should precipitate over the previously mentioned fires.

 The Operations/Maintenance Department was busy in July with a 
variety of projects. In addition to the standard operation and maintenance 
of District facilities, crews continued to do station maintenance and assisted 
with customer service. All of the stationary and portable generators were 
tested in order to ensure proper operation in the time of need. 
 
  General business included cleaning and filming 350 feet of sewer 
main line in the Pine Hill area, servicing Flygt sewer pumps at multiple 
sewer lift stations, continued work related to the Blackberry Street SLS 
Rehabilitation Project, removing existing electrical panels on the Brier Lane 
tank for the tank rehabilitation project, continued preparations for several 
Capital Improvement Projects (CIP) projects, and responding to a power 
outage at the Blue Spruce water booster station.   
 
  Other business included attending a Joint Powers Insurance 
Authority (JPIA) instructor lead Defensive Driving class, completion of the 
JPIA inspection, and the completion of the annual cathodic protection 
system inspection on all water storage tanks.

Reject the claim of discrimination based on age by Cari McCormick (Complainant) against the 
District as Complainant has never worked for nor interacted with this District in any way 
previous to this complaint. 
 
Summary: 
 
On August 2, 2023, the District received a letter indicating that HCSD is named in a potential 
class action civil rights lawsuit claiming discrimination for age.  The original letter dated June 
28, 2023 is included in this Board Packet. 
 
District staff reached out to Legal Counsel and JPIA to request advice regarding the claim.  
Both Legal Counsel and JPIA advised that the District submit a letter to the complainant’s 
representative indicating insufficient information was provided to indicate that the District 
participated in the claimed discrimination.  Specifically: 
 

 The date, place, and facts describing the circumstances of the event, occurrence or 
transaction with Humboldt Community Services District which you claim caused the 
injury to the claimant.  
 

 The name or names of the public employee or employees at Humboldt Community 
Services District causing the injury, damage or loss, if known. 
 

The insufficiency letter is included in this Board Packet. 
 
The Complainant’s representative responded to the District’s insufficiency letter claiming that 
they did provide the information that the District asserts was not provided and reiterated that 
the complainant was discriminated against by a public agency that contracts with CalPERS 
and that they don’t know who at Humboldt CSD was involved.

Exhibit A - Claim Narrative

Plaintiff Cari McCormick is an individual

Defendants California Public Employees' Retirement System ("Ca1PERS"), State of California,
and County of Lake are California governmental entities.

Plaintiff is ignorant of the hue names or capacities of defendants named herein as Does 1

through 3,000, inclusive, and therefore identifies these defendants by these fictitious names.
Each of the defendants named herein or designated as a Doe, is liable or in some manner legally
responsible for the events alleged herein.

Plaintiff seeks to have the State of California, represented by the California Attorney General's
Office, appointed to represent a defendant class, which includes all public entities that both
employed one or more Plaintiffs, and are liable for employer-side retirement contributions for
one or more Plaintifß. A list of public entities believed to potentially be included within that
defendant class, based on their listing as employers within the 2021-2022 Anntal
Comprehensive Financial Report published by CaIPERS, is attached as Exhibit C.

Plaintiff refers to all defendants here collectively as "Defendants."

Plaintiff seeks to represent a plaintiff class of similarly situated persons. The class includes all
persons who were employed by Defendants; who were at or over age 40 at the time they became
members of the CaIPERS system; who applied for and were granted ordinary disability
retirement; whose retirement benefits are administered by CaIPERS; and either (1) who have
ever received disability retirement benefit payments pursuant to Govemment Code section
27423, who were over age 41 at membership in CaIPERS, and who at retirement were credited
with 18.518 or fewer years of actual service; or (2) who have ever received disability retirement
benefit payments pwsuant to Government Code section 21098, and who at retirement were
credited with24.69I or fewer years of actual service; or (3) who have ever received disability
retirement benefit payments pursuant to Govemment Code section 21424, and who at retirement
were credited with 29.629 or fewer years of actual service.

Plaintiff was employed by County of Lake; \Mas over age 40 at membership in CaIPERS; applied
for and was granted ordinary disability retirement; receives benefits administered by CaIPERS;
and presently receives monthly disability benefit payments pursuant to one of the sections listed
above. See, generally, McCormickv. Public Employees' Retirement System (2019) 4I
Cal.App5th428.

Plaintiff refers to herself and the proposed plaintiff class collectively as "Plaintiffs."

At all relevant times, each of the Defendants was the agent of each of the remaining Defendants
and, in doing the things alleged herein, was acting with the course and scope of such ageîcy.

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Each of the Defendants' actions or omissions as alleged herein was ratified by each of the
remaining Defendants. Each of the acts or omissions of a Defendant's agents as alleged herein
was ratified by that Defendant, as well as by each of the remaining Defendants. Each of the
Defendants had knowledge of unlawful discrimination practiced upon its employees by the other
Defendants, and failed to thereafter take all reasonable steps to prevent fuither discrimination
against its employees. Each of the Defendants provided substantial assistance or encouragement
to the other Defendants in the discrimination alleged here, and thereby caused harm to Plaintiff
and the proposed class. Each of the Defendants had knowledge of the discrimination alleged
here, and cooperated in that discrimination. For pulposes of the discrimination alleged here, each
of the Defendants was a joint employer and engaged in a joint venture, including by engaging in
a combination of resources to carry out a single undertaking, with each having separate
ownership interests in the joint undertaking, joint control, and an agreement to share profits and
losses of that joint undertaking.

California law govems Plaintiffs' retirement benefits, and provides for ordinary disability
retirement benefits for certain public employees such as Plaintiff who are rendered unable to do
their job by any non-industrial long-term disability.

Califomia law calculates such ordinary disability retirement benefits in a way that discriminates
based on advanced age at membership. Government Code sections 21098,27424, and27423
each provides for younger employees to receive an ordinary disability retirement benefit equal to
at least 33.333% of their final compensation. By contrast, older employees receive significantly
reduced benefits, because those benefits are based on imputed years ofservice through age 60.
For example, assume two state miscellaneous first-tier employees are otherwise identical, except
that one was hired at age 18, the other at age 49. Each puts in 10 years of actual credited service,
and each is forced to retire due to disabilities. The 18-year-old-at-hire will receive a benef,rt equal
to 33.333% of his final compensation, because the formula gives him service credit as if he had
worked without intemrption through age 60. By contrast, the 49-year-old-at-hire will receive a

benefit equal to just 19.8% under section 21423, with the difference in benefit amounts solely
due to the older employee's advanced age.

Defendants are liable for disparate treatment. Defendants are qualifying ernployers, and
employed Plaintiffs. Plaintiffs were over age 40 at membership. Defendants paid Plaintiffs
reduced retirement benefits compared to employees younger at membership. Plaintiffs' age over
40 at membership \ /as a substantial motivating factor in Defendants' determination and payment
of the amount of Plaintiffs' disability retirement benefits. Plaintiffs have been harmed.
Defendants'payment of reduced benefits to Plaintiffs is a substantial factor in causing them
harm-

Defendants are also liable for pattern-or-practice of intentional discrimination. Discrimination is
Defendants' standard operating procedure, rather than an unusual practice, and that standard
operating procedure is a substantialfactor in harming Plaintiffs.
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Defendants are also liable for disparate impact. Defendants are qualifying employers, and
employed Plaintiffs. Plaintiffs were over age 40 at membership. Defendants maintained a
common policy or practice that has a disproportionate adverse effect on persons over age 40 at
membership. Plaintiffs have been harmed. Defendants' policy or practice was a substantial factor
in causing Plaintifß' harm.

Defendants are also liable for their failure to prevent discrimination against Plaintiffs.
Defendants knew or should have known of the above-alleged discrimination, and failed to take
all reasonable steps necessary to prevent the same from occurring, thereby causing harm to
Plaintifß.

Defendants are also liable for breach of contract. At hiring, Defendants promised Plaintifß future
pay in exchange for present work, and Defendants' monthly retirement benefit payments are
\^/ages paid after the fact for Plaintiffs' years of labor. See, e.g., Kern v. Long Beach (L947) 29
Cal.2d 848, 850-852. The retirement benef,rt provisions at issue are contractual terms of class
members' employment agreements: by those retirement provisions, Defendants promised class

members future pay in exchange for present work, and once class members began performance,
class members obtained a vested contractual right to the benefits Defendants had promised. See,

e.g., McGlynnv. State of Califurnia (2018) 21 Cal.App.5th 548, 559.

Defendants maintained express written contractual terms of employment that provided for class
members to be paid reduced retirement benefits based on their advanced ages at hiring. See, Gov
Code $$ 21098,21424,21423. Those terms of employment violate or are contrary to overiding
state laws (i.e., Gov. Code $ 12940, subd. (a)) regulating such terms of employment, by
providing for reduced compensation based solely on an employees' advanced age at hiring. To
that extent, those terms of employment are contrary to superseding state law, they are illegal
contractual terms, they are contrary to public policy, and they are therefore void. ,le¿, Civil Code

$ 1667. The unlawful terms of Plaintifß' contracts with Defendants are severable, such that the
illegal contract terms should be severed, and the balance of the contracts enforced. Armendariz v.

Found. Health Psychcare Servs., Inc. (2000) 24 Cal. th 83, I24. With illegal contractual terms
severed, class members' contracts with the Defendants provide for class members to receive
equal retirement benefits.

Alternately, FEHA's prohibition on age discrimination constitutes a contractual term of
employment implied by operation of law into Plaintiffs' employment agreements with
Defendants, such that Defendants were subject to a contractual duty to pay nondiscriminatory
retirement benefits. See, Castillo v. Express Escrow Company (2007) 146 Cal.App.4th 1301,
1308 ("all laws in existence when the agreement was made become part of the contract");
Anderson v. Time l4/arner Telecom of California (2005) 129 Cal.App. th 4I1, 418 ("All
applicable laws are presumed to be known by the parties and to form a part of the agreement as if
those laws were expressly referred to and incorporated."); Coral Farms, L.P. v. Mahony (2021)
63 Cal.App.5th719,731 ("The incorporation of current 1aw into a contract is presumed and does

not require a deliberate expression by the pafties,").
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The terms of Plaintiffs' employment contracts were sufficiently clear that the parties could
understand what each was required to do, the parties exchanged consideration, and the parties
agreed to tems. Plaintifß did all, or substantially all, of the significant things their contracts
required of them. Defendants failed to pay non-discriminatory benefits under the contracts, or
paid discriminatory benefits in violation of the contracts. Plaintiffs were harmed. Defendants'
breaches of contract were a substantial factor in causing Plaintifß' harm.

The harm to Plaintiffs includes the loss of retirement benefits, the loss of additional amounts of
money each would have received had he or she not suffered such unlawful discrimination, and
harm in the form of humiliation, mental anguish, and emotional distress.

Defendants are also liable for prospective relief for violations of California's Equal Protection
clause. Such relief includes declaratory relief, injunctive relief, and issuance of writs of
mandamus and/or prohibition.

Thus, Defendants' unlawful policies and practices as alleged adversely affect, in a similar
manner, a class of persons of which Plaintiff is a member, and raise substantial questions of law
and fact that are common to that class. For those reasons, Plaintiff files this charge on behalf of a
class of all others similarly situated, and seeks to represent the same.

Discuss and formulate position regarding the Discharge Permit and consider formulating a 
comment letter that will be sent on behalf of the District. 
 
Summary: 
 
The Regional Waterboard will be considering approving/adopting the NPDES permit for the 
Nordic Aquafarm at their upcoming meeting in October.  The public comment period for the 
NPDES permit runs until August 23, 2023.   
 
This project proposes to use some HBMWD water which could lower the District’s imported 
water costs however, recent project species changes indicate that the project may use 
seawater instead of HBMWD water. 
 
The NPDES permit includes the use of Humboldt Bay Harbor Conservation and Recreation 
District’s (HBHCRD) ocean outfall.  Staff with the City of Eureka have cited this project and 
their proposal to use the HBHCRD outfall to discharge wastewater as the primary reason to 
disqualify the outfall for use by the City of Eureka. 
 
The Waterboard’s public notice is included in this Board Packet.  Sample support letters that 
were drafted by Nordic Aquafarms are also included in this Board Packet.

A heavy lift terminal within Humboldt Bay would be crucial to the long-
term success of local offshore wind projects.  Additionally, the facility would promote job local 
creation, not only in the development and construction of the facility itself but also for the long-
term support of the potential offshore wind projects.

Dear Secretary Buttigieg:  

The Humboldt Bay Harbor, Recreation, and Conservation District (District) is seeking to fund 
Phase 1 of the Humboldt Bay Offshore Wind Heavy Lift Multipurpose Marine Terminal Project 
(Project), which is estimated to cost approximately $776,500,000.  The Harbor District is 
seeking to supply a 50% match to that total, compiled of State funding, private funding, and 
other potential sources.  With the 50% match, the District is seeking $388,250,000 in Federal 
grant funds from the FY2023-2024 MPDG Mega and INFRA grants.   

To date, the State of California has appropriated $10.45 million to initiate development of the 
West Coast’s first offshore wind marshalling port in Humboldt Bay, California as the hub of the 
California and West Coast floating offshore wind industry. The Port of Humboldt Bay requires 
federal assistance from the Multimodal Project Discretionary Grant Opportunity (MPDG) to 
continue and accelerate progress on this critical climate, clean transportation, renewable 
energy, and employment initiative. 

We are pleased to express support for the Port of Humboldt Bay Harbor, Recreation, and 
Conservation District’s (District) application to the FY2023-2024 MPDG grants for its Redwood 
Multipurpose Marine Terminal Redevelopment Project.  

The Project is located at the Port of Humboldt Bay, which is in a Census-Designated Rural Area 
that includes both Historically Disadvantaged Communities and Areas of Persistent Poverty. 

The District is applying for funds to begin redevelopment of the Redwood Multipurpose Marine 
Terminal, which is a 180-plus acre vacant industrial site adjacent to the federal navigation channel 
in Humboldt Bay. The Humboldt Bay Port and the Redwood Marine Terminal (Terminal) site are 
ideally suited to serve the nascent floating offshore wind industry for the entire West Coast and 
enable localized manufacturing of critical advanced energy technologies. Whereas other ports are 
constrained by bridges and channels depths, Humboldt Bay has none of these constraints. 

The Project presents a new market and job creation opportunity for the District and 
the greater Humboldt Bay region. Offshore wind is an emerging energy and transportation 
market in the U.S., with the California coast poised as the next critical location for offshore wind 
marshalling ports for the domestic wind industry. As the West Coast’s first offshore wind Port 
and the premier port in California for supporting all aspects of the floating offshore wind industry, 
this project provides the unique opportunity for the Department of Transportation and the 
Federal Government to catalyze the decarbonization of the transportation sector and achieve 
state and federal floating offshore wind targets. Absent this investment, it is highly likely that the 
West Coast’s floating offshore wind industry will be delayed by more than two years with further 
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cascading impacts due to a lack of available public funding sources capable of supporting projects 
of this magnitude and critical national significance. 

If funded, the Project will significantly accelerate the time to market and increase the 
competitiveness of the U.S. offshore wind industry by reducing travel costs between 
manufacturing hub, marshalling port, and offshore wind farm installations on the U.S. West Coast. 
In addition to reduced travel and operational costs, the Project will have significant employment, 
safety, workforce development, community, and environmental benefits at the local and regional 
levels. 

While the Terminal is in the earlier stages of design, Project stakeholders are working diligently 
to establish a balanced ecosystem for enabling the successful development of the terminal, the 
workforce, and the floating offshore wind industry. This includes collaborating on securing funding 
to establish Centers of Excellence and new High Roads Training Partnership Programs that 
provide diversified career paths to local and regional residents, students, members of 
underserved communities, Tribal governments, and those looking to enter the renewable energy 
and logistics industries. Similarly, Project stakeholders are heavily engaged with community-based 
organizations, utilities, regulators, and local businesses to identify pathways to ensuring benefits 
of this new industry and this project accrue equitably and permanently. 

We strongly endorses this multi-phased planning and terminal construction project as an 
important step in advancing State and Federal strategic goals for offshore wind development 
and the transition to clean transportation technologies. I urge you to give full and fair 
consideration to the District’s application to the MPDG Mega and INFRA grant programs.
